This subject pronoun will be listed in the textbook, but only for recognition purposes; you don’t have to memorize and/or use it.

CONJUGACIÓN DE LOS VERBOS “AR”, pp.90 – 91 (PRESENT TENSE)

When you want to talk in the present tense – to say what you´re doing now, or what you do habitually (every day, on Mondays, etc.), use the following:

RULE:  Take the infinitive of the verb, leave the stem as it is and drop the ending.  Then plug in the new ending, for whichever subject pronoun you are indicating.

EXAMPLE:  nadar = to swim.  nad = the stem;   ar = the ending.  Write “nad”, and then the ending (ex. for “yo” = nado, meaning = I swim, I’m swimming; for “tú” = nadas, meaning = you swim, you’re swimming, etc.)
